Love or Szerelem (1971) — Károly Makk
Jury Prize at Cannes 1971. A dying octogenarian lady is grieving for one son and missing her other son, Janos. Her daughter-in-law, Luca, fearing the truth will unnerve her, fabricates a complicated tale and hides realities from her. Janos has vanished into a prison system that allows no visitors or communication. It is 84 minutes long. It is preceded by a 16-minute introduction. Black and white, in Hungarian with English subtitles. Rated PG.

A Long Weekend in Buda and Pest (2003) — Károly Makk

“Love” was begun in the mid-1960s and not released until 1971. “A Long Weekend in Pest and Buda” was started in 1996 and released in 2003. Károly Makk was born in 1925 and has made 40 over the last 63 years. The two stars of “Love”, Iván Darvas and Mari Törõcsik. are back 30 years later, but now use the names Iván and Mari (instead of Janos and Luca). One hour and 23 minutes long. It is in Hungarian with English subtitles. Rated 12 plus.

Underground (1995) — Emir Kusturica

Palme d'Or at Cannes 1995. An amazing Yugoslav film—a tale of love and betrayal. Three people went underground in Belgrade during World War II to oppose the Nazi invasion. Twenty-years later they are still there and running a munitions factory. This is an hilarious black tragi-comedy. Two hours and 40 minutes long. In Serbo-Croatian, with English subtitles. Rated 15 plus.

The Death of Mr Lazarescu (2006) — Cristi Puiu
Grand Prix at Cannes 2006. “Mr Lazarescu's first name isn't Dante for nothing. From hell and back, the man is subjected to a series of unfortunate events that represents a purgatory of exasperating ineffectuality and inaction. Forcibly directed, the film rarely looks away from its main character, and when it does, his absence is felt like a punch to the gut, or a beating heart ripped out from a body politic that's slowly begun to give out on itself”. In Romanian with English subtitles. It is 94 minutes long. Rated 15 plus.

4 Months, 3 Weeks and 2 Days (2007) Cristian Mungiu
Palme d'Or at Cannes 2007. A striking Romanian film set in 1987 in what is called “The Golden Age”.   Gabita has an unwanted pregnancy and a fellow student Otilia tries to help arrange an illegal abortion. Issues of controls, freedom of choice and values, friendship and accountability are sensitively explored. “The film is an appallingly explicit and beautifully naturalistic treatment of a challenging subject”. In Romanian with English subtitles. One hour and 49 minutes long. Rated PG.
